          Beyond of the graphical representation of the music (musical notation), have been used and to try several other systems with the purpose to indicate the accurate height of the sounds. 
          
           Already in the Average Age, the monge Guido D `Arezza (one of that had more con- tribuited for the progress of the musical writing) if used of a system of music theory, stating the sounds by means of gestures. This system called “guidoneana hand” or “musical hand”. According to some authors, until century XVIII, the Portuguese called “hand solfa”, this process for music theory. 

          Manossolfa is, therefore, music theory carried through by means of gestures practiced with the hands. 

          This process wide was used in the Europe, having been introduced in the Brazil  
for João Gomes Júnior, in 1912, in the schools of the State of São Paulo.
          In the Federal District, it passed to be adopted in 1932, in the municipal schools, for initiative of the teacher Heitor Villa-Lobos, who gave ample development to it, given the advantages that it offers for the practical of the sing orfeônico. 

          The job of manossolfa facilitates and assists music theory, mainly in collective carring, however, the knowledge of the notation is indispensable to the perfect
musical education.
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
