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Musical instruments
The musical instruments if classify in four categories: 
      1) instruments of ropes. 

      2) instruments of blow.
      3) instruments of percussion. 
      4) electric instruments (or electronic).

1 - The rope instruments are subdivided in four groups: 
     a) instruments of rubbed ropes - violin, viola, cello and double bass. 
     b) instruments of ropes played with the fingers - harp and acoustic guitar.
   c) instruments referred to with plectro (vane with which the ropes are referred to - cavaquinho, guitar, mandolin, banjo and the other less used ones.
     d) percutidas instruments of ropes - piano. 

 2 - The instruments of blow understand two groups - the wood and the metals -  
 subdivided in four groups: 
     a) instruments of free mouth - flute and piccolo (wood). 
     b) instruments of double vane - oboe, corne-English, bassoon and contrabassoon
 (wood). 
     c) instruments of simple vane - clarinets (wood or metal) and saxophone (metal). 
     d) nipple instruments - tube, “trumpets”, trombone, tuba saxhornes (metal). 

 3 - The percussion of instruments are divided in two groups: 
      a) instruments of determinate sound - carillon, xylophone, spandrel and others.
      b) instruments of indeterminate sound – bass drum, boxes (clear and deaf) plates, 
 tantã, triangle, tambourine and castanets. 

  4 - The electric instruments (or electronic) are musical instruments whose principles of 
  formation of the sound if characterize for the electric magnifying of a sound of       
  weak intensity, or for the alternated production of an electric chain that if converts into 
  sound.   
        Here it is some electric instruments: the agency Hammond, solovox (of keyboard);
  cello electric, electric contrabass (of arc); electric carillon (of percussion); the Theremin 
  (that it catches the sonorous waves with the hands); e other more.
        These electric instruments had started to appear in 1920.
